	Introduction: (Get Attention; Connect to Prior Knowledge)
An outline can be a useful way to organize information.  It provides a way to show the most important ideas and the supporting details that go with each.  Having an outline can be useful later as a tool to review the information.  
Use the activity with 2-3 chapters from the book.  You may assign different students to different chapters so that an outline is created for every chapter which can then be shared among the students.
