     3. A picture in the book                   6. Back of the book

- Give each student a book.  Roll the die/cube.  Have the students find, in their own books, the book part that comes up on the die/cube.

- Can be played as a “race,” to see who find the book part first, or play as a whole group game, as in, how fast can we all find the book part?

- After several rolls, have the students trade books and continue the activity for more practice.
Resources:

- A picture book with text, one for each student, such as Let’s Make Desserts by Punahele Svensen or He Ka’ao no Hauwahine lᾱua ‘o Meheanu by the students and teachers of Ke Kula ‘o Samuel M. Kamakau
- Foam or paper die/cube with sides labeled
